The Certificated Performance Evaluation System will be available from Home starting Friday May 18, 2007. Thanks to the hard work, dedication and perseverance of the staff members in the HR Department and the ITD technical team members on the “Online Performance Evaluation System” project, we are off to a good start. 

Administrators will be able to connect from home using a newly implemented Web Based Virtual Private Network (VPN).

What is VPN?

A VPN is a private network that uses a public network (usually the Internet) to connect remote sites (your home computer) or users together. Instead of using a dedicated, real-world connection such as leased line, a VPN uses "virtual" connections routed through the Internet from the company's private network to the remote site or employee.
Follow the steps below to establish a VPN connection and login to the system.

1. Launch your Web Browser (i.e. Internet Explorer)

2. Type https://uservpn.lausd.net on the address bar and press Enter

3. For instructions on downloading and installing the Cisco SSL VPN Client please click here.
4. Enter your username and password (email) and click on the login button

5. Click OK on the Warning message

6. Click Install to install the Cisco SSL VPN Client

7. The window will close and a message will appear on the bottom right side of the screen (system tray). You are now connected to the LAUSD network
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8. Launch your Web Browser and go to https://stulls.lausd.net
9. Login to Online Performance Evaluation System
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It is VERY IMPORTANT to disconnect the VPN connection when you are done accessing the Online Performance Evaluation System.

Follow the steps below to disconnect.
